This is to inform you that all third year students are required to undertake a field research project work in partial fulfillment for the award of their bachelors’ degrees in their respective programmes of study. No student will be allowed to graduate before fulfilling this mandatory minimum requirement set by the National Council for Higher Education (NCHE).  This field project work should not be confused with research methods or Business Research Skills course which appears on your respective programme structures, where you are expected to be assessed using coursework and tests constituting 30% and a 3 hour examination at the end of the semester, accounting for 70%.  Please remember that, the final output for the project work shall be a research project report written with the guidance of the supervisors following the guidelines sent to you from my office. Research proposals which may have been developed during your research methods lectures, CANNOT REPLACE this project report and shall not be accepted for examination. 

Failure to observe guidelines and deadlines given to you may result in retaking the course when next offered. However, this project work will have been transformed into field attachment and project report for all programmes, next academic year 2010/2011. In this new arrangement of 2010/2011, students will be attached to organizations for work, for a period of not less than 4 months and thereafter produce a report which will be assessed by the employer and the University before a student is allowed to graduate. These new guidelines of 2010/2011 also apply to some programmes with a field attachment course. In case you have doubt consult Deans’ of Faculties where your programme resides. 

We hope you will be able to comply and complete your project report on time without delaying the overall completion date of your programme of study. You are also reminded to comply with the deadline of December 31, 2009 at 12.00 noon.
